He obtained a Bachelor’s
degree in Elementary Education from Southwestern Louisiana, a Master’s
degree in Administration and Supervision from the University of Southwestern
Louisiana, and a Doctorate in Curriculum and Instruction from the University
of Houston. Following his retirement, Dion volunteered at the International



Museum of Culture and went on to became their Associate Director. In his
retirement, Dion longed to return home to South Louisiana, which he
affectionately called “Cajun Country,” so that he could be closer to his family.
He was also a world traveler, exploring remarkable destinations such as Paris,
France, Rome, Italy, and Hawaii. He continued serving others during his
retirement, including his latest role as the Educational Specialist for Dr.
Raghotham Patlola and his family.

Dion was avid Bridge Player. He spent countless hours preparing classes to
teach at the Acadiana Duplicate Bridge Club. In his journey with duplicate
bridge, Dion accomplished his life master, his bronze life master, and his silver
life master. He held various positions in the bridge club, such as treasurer.
Dion’s final accomplishment was the work he did on his book “Common Sense
Bridge”. Dion’s final words of wisdom, “it is not about the quantity of life, it is
the quality of the life that we live”.

Dion is survived by his sister, Geralyn Dubois Abshire and her husband Jamie
of Maurice; and his sister-in-law Cheryl Dubois of Youngsville; a host of
nieces, nephews and great nieces and nephews; along with numerous
beloved friends and colleagues.

He was preceded in death by his parents, Minos Dubois, and Marie Lillian
Matthews Dubois; his brothers, Seminarian ~ Farrel Dubois, and Jude Dubois;
