Buster’s happiest days were family
celebrations surrounded by his children, 16 grandchildren, and soon to be 20
great grandchildren. He loved to boil crawfish and cook hog cracklins. In his
retirement he continued his love for farming and spent many afternoons with
his loving wife, Lola, taking long rides looking at rice and sugarcane fields. He
often told his family he had lived a good life, was proud of all, and the Lord
had taken good care of him.
