He was a member of
a rock band for years where he played as the guitarist! Kenny loved music
and he was no stranger to the Keyboard and guitar. He also enjoyed writing
and composing various songs and musical pieces. He served as a member of
his Church Music Ministry when he resided in Abita Springs, Louisiana with
his family. In 2011 Kenny suffered a brain aneurysm while living in Slidell. In

to care for him. Kenny was loved and well cared for until the end, and he will
be dearly missed by his family and friends.
